· Dandridge School Lofts (Lou Browning) (1121 Academy Circle) Map 068K, Group A, Parcel 003.00 – Approval to Add Picnic Pavilion, Gazebo Pavilion, and Fencing.

Mr Tatum (Developer) – Three items are THDA Requirements for the project. 
Fencing (wood or metal) - would only go on perimeter of sides and back. 
Gazebo/Pavilion - Chose elements that matched entryway to school. The trim around the roof, Slate-like shingle, off-white paint from historic list. The placement will be on the side (front/west/old gym) near the parking lot for ADA accessibility. One will have seating and the other will have picnic area/grill
